Applications for children starting Primary School September 2024 

If your child was born between 1 September 2019 and 31 August 2020 then you can now apply for their school place to 

start Foundation Stage 2 . You need to apply if your child attends a nursery as children do not automatically transfer 

from nursery to Foundation Stage 2. We recommend using all 3 preferences to increase your chance of gaining a place 

at one of your preferred schools. The closing date for applications is next Monday 15 January and you must make sure 

your application is received by then. Apply online at Starting Primary School – Rotherham Metropolitan Borough Council 

If your child is in a separate Infant School and was born between 1 September 2016 and 31 August 2017 then you now 

need to apply for a place in a Junior School. The closing date for applications is next Monday 15 January and you must 

make sure your application is received by then. Apply online at Moving from infant to junior school – Rotherham 

Metropolitan Borough Council

Food Tasting Thursday  – Thursday 18th  January 2024  

Our school dinners are very popular and provide the children with a healthy and  

nutritional meal. A school meal is provided free of charge to all our FS2, YR1 and    YR2 

children.   

On Thursday 18th January,  children who normally bring a packed lunch will also have 

the opportunity to try a school dinner. You can still provide a packed lunch from home 

as well is you so wish. The dinner choice on this day will be: 

Red choice – Our very popular Roast Chicken and Yorkshire pudding with potatoes and vegetables. 

Yellow choice – Quorn Burger 

Both above options are followed by a hot or cold pudding -  Chocolate sponge & custard or fruit jelly 

Green choice – a freshly prepared sandwich with Cheese or Tuna filling and fresh fruit or vegetable sticks 

 

There is a varied menu operating on a 3 weekly cycle and are cooked freshly on the premises. All meals conform 

to strict food standards which ensure they are healthy and nutritious.  Our past experience of these ‘taster days’ 

have shown that the children really do enjoy their school meal.  In addition, many children went on to choose 

a school meal option every day, and parents were thrilled with the savings they made in terms of the time and 

money it took to provide a daily packed lunch.
