FS2 Homework 

Literacy- This week we have been learning about The Rainbow Fish. Encourage your child to write a caption 

pretending to be The Rainbow fish. E.g I can swim fast, I am big.  
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Maths- This week we have been using a new resource called a rekenrek. The children have been subitising 

(recognising the amount without counting) the right number of beads. Encourage your child to practice subitising 

by drawing or arranging different objects for them to recognise the amount up to 5. Extra challenge up to 7.
