E.g.  jump  jumped
Usually, we just add the suffix -ed to change the verb to the past tense.
Can you change these verbs to the past tense by adding -ed?
trick  smash  bump  call  look  lick  pick  stamp  lift  push   pull  watch   follow  laugh   scratch  pack
Can you write some sentences including some of these words?
Challenge:  Can you extend your sentence using a coordinating conjunction (and, but, or, so) or a subordinating conjunction (because, if, when, until)?  
E.g. Yesterday I bumped my head but it didn’t hurt.

Writing 
Write a letter to somebody who you miss.  Tell them what you’ve been doing to keep busy and ask them some questions as well.  Remember to use full stops, question marks and capital letters correctly.  
When you write their address, remember names of people and places begin with a capital letter.
Show them your most beautiful handwriting.

Maths /Art link
Make a pictorial or practical number line by drawing pairs (e.g socks) Cut out the pair and hang/peg them on a washing line. Write the corresponding numbers for each pair as you count 2 4 6 etc up to 20.

Make a pictorial number line for fives. You could do handprints with paint or draw around and decorate hands and again write the corresponding numbers for each group of five  5 10 15 up to 50.

Make a pictorial number line for tens. You could use lego bricks 10 in each tower or potatoe print a flower with ten petals and again write the corresponding number for each group of ten   ten 20 30 up to 100.
Challenge-Now try a threes and fours number line. What could you draw/print or make?  Share some of your creations on twitter for us to see.
