Thank you to all parents and carers that are supporting good attendance. If your child has less than 90% attendance it is
categorised as ‘persistence absence’ at 50% is categorised as ‘severe absence’.

When your child’s attendance reaches 92%, you will be sent a letter to alert you and to offer support in order to prevent
this dropping further to 90%. If your child’s attendance declines further, you will be invited into school for a meeting to
discuss how support might improve your child’s attendance. If this continues the Local Authority will issue with an official
*Notice to Improve’ and proceed with the Rotherham SAMP process. You can view your current attendance on Arbor.

Phonics lessons starts at 8:45am so arriving at school on time is crucial. We conduct routine register checks each day. At

the end of the half term, if we feel that your child’s punctuality is a concern, we will issue you a letter to offer further
support for improvement.

During this special time before school children
enjoy games, crafts and sports with their friends and are well supported by our happy,
caring adults.

Wraparound Consultation and School Offer

Our wraparound care offer will be implemented in stages during the forthcoming months. The
wraparound offer criteria from September is not yet available to FS1 children. Therefore, we
are able to offer a breakfast club initially to 30 pupils per session (F2-Y2) from 7:45-8:30am.
We aim to make the breakfast club available from 7:30am from September with a small price
increase to cover costs of 50p. Breakfast club and Tea Time Club will be available for block, whole year booking as well as
ad-hoc if needed following a period of consultation. This is in support of the Government agenda for working families. We
are hoping to offer wrap around care from 07:30am-17:30pm / 18.00pm for FS2-Y2 from September 2025.
